25-1101 – Andrew Xiao and Greg Charville; Stanford
70-ish female with history of lung mass now with a new humerus mass.  Excision.

Diagnosis:  

25-1102 – Iain Miller, Cansu Karakas; Stanford
60’s-year-old female with history of right breast triple negative invasive ductal carcinoma (per report, 2024) status post neoadjuvant chemotherapy, lumpectomy (ypT1cN0(sn)), and radiation therapy now presenting with an enlarging right lung nodule. Core biopsy lung nodule.

30ish year-old woman with a 3.5 cm right kidney mass

Elderly man with diabetes, hypertension, CKD with sudden worsening of renal function with creatinine of 2.7–3.4 mg/DL (baseline 1.8).  Not improved with d/c several medications.  Urine positive for leukocyte esterase, moderate bacteria, with >100 WBC, 1+ protein and 1+ blood.  History of bladder cancer (20 years ago), BPH

50-ish year-old female with a BRCA1 mutation and a history of high-grade carcinoma of the endometrium s/p hysterectomy, adjuvant chemotherapy, right breast grade 3 invasive ductal carcinoma, right mastectomy, adjuvant chemotherapy >10 years ago.  Chest wall recurrence followed by resections and adjuvant chemotherapy and radiation ~4 years ago.  Now with solitary L3 bone lesion biopsied.
